Doncaster MBC have appointed Muse Developments as preferred bidder for the Waterdale 
development which will see a 60 acre site on the edge of the town centre transformed into a 
new civic and cultural quarter. 

The landmark £300m civic and cultural quarter scheme will regenerate the town centre with 
facilities including a new performance venue, leisure facilities, new civic buildings (including a 
swimming pool and new library) and town centre homes.  The project will also create high 
quality public space in the town centre.
